Our business is dependent on certain key custofoersale of our products which includes both domeeahd international
entities. For the fiscals 2024, 2023 and 2022,toprten customers contributed to 95.78%, 89.15%%hd4% of our revenue
from operations. The loss of any of these custoroeesloss of revenue contributed by these custemmery materially affect our
business, financial condition, results of operatiand cash flows. Further, there can be circumetantiere our customers may
vary their material sourcing strategies which mégca our sales with those customers. Also, we oaassure you that we will
be able to significantly reduce our dependenceeondf these key customers in the future. Furtherind the fiscal 2024, 2023
and 2022, the sales of our products to our prongrieup and Group Company, contributed to approxatgat2.99%, 61.09%
and 95.09% of our revenue from operations. Thusagor portion of our business comprises of salesctly to our group
companies, for which we do not have long term agesgs. We sell such products to our group compasgd on the orders
procured by them and if such companies opt othpplgrs for fulfilling their demands, we may not bble to find alternate
customers.

To push electronics manufacturing megeg and mobile
manufacturing in particular, the Government in edtaion with the industry resorted to Phased Manturing Policy (PMP) in
2017. This was aimed at a duty-based import sultistit effort that would largely depend upon impgsuohuties in a phased
manner. It was an attempt to start generating dbocnesnufacturing primarily for domestic use. Theperts were negligible16.

Asspetion 4, the exclusive privilege of establishingintaining and working
telegraphs shall be with the central governmemntitr persons licensed under section 7 of the TalgigrAct. A contravention of
the conditions prescribed in the license grantedkeusection 7 is punishable under section 20A efTtelegraph Act with a fine
which may extend t& 1000, and with a further fine which may extendt600 for every week during which the breach of the
condition continues.

The Telegraph Act gives the government the powena&e rules for conduct of all telegraphs establisimaintained or worked
by the government. This includes rules governirggdbnditions and restrictions subject to which siggraph line, appliance or
apparatus for telegraphic communication shall babéished, maintained, worked, repaired, transterehifted, withdrawn or
disconnected. Further, the rules prescribed byctrgral government may prescribe the fines for Brgach of such rules.
Pursuant to section 7(3), a person licensed umgef ¢legraph Act is punishable for breach of thetes, with a fine of 1,000,
and in the case of a continuing breach a furthmer if2 200 for every day after the first during the whoteany part of which the
breach continues.

The Indian Wireless Telegraphy Act, 1933 (“Telegrahy Act”)

The Telegraphy Act regulates the possession okleds telegraphy apparatus’ in India. The terméiess telegraphy apparatus’
has been defined to mean any apparatus, applisnstejment or material used or capable of use meless communication, and
includes any article determined by rule made bydietral government with respect to the maintenariaecords containing
details of the acquisition and disposal by saletberwise of wireless telegraphy apparatus posddssdealers. However, it does
not include any such apparatus, appliance, instniimematerial commonly used for other electricatgmses, unless it has been
specially designed or adapted for wireless comnatitic or forms part of some apparatus, appliantgtyiument or material
specially so designed or adapted, nor any artieterchined by rule made by the central governmetiti;rregard.

Under section 4 of Telegraphy Act, the central goreent has power to exempt any person or any cdhggrsons from the
provisions of the Telegraphy Act, either generadly subject to prescribed conditions, or in respefctspecified wireless
telegraphy apparatus. Barring this, no personldsved to possess wireless telegraphy apparatus ththe a wireless transmitter,
except under and in accordance with a license dsander the Telegraphy Act, failing which, fine100 might be imposed in
the case of the first offence and in the case sd@nd or subsequent offence, fine may exter®d260. Also under section 5 of
the Telegraphy Act, only the authority constitutgttler the Telegraphy Act is competent to issuenfies to possess wireless
telegraphy apparatus. Whoever possesses any witedgsmitter in contravention of provisions of frelegraphy Act might be
punished with imprisonment which may extend toe¢hyears, or with fine which may extend&d 000, or with both.

Guidelines for Procurement of Computer Hardware, Sétware and Computer Accessories etc. and for condemation and
disposal of IT e, 2010

The “Guidelines for Procurement of Computer Hardw&oftware, and Computer Accessories etc., an€émdemnation and
Disposal of IT Equipment” is a comprehensive docoirteat outlines the procedures and standardsheracquisition and
management of IT resources within an organizatioserves as a critical framework for ensuring tihat procurement process is
conducted in a transparent, efficient, and costetife manner, while also adhering to the highéstdards of quality and
compliance with relevant regulations.

The guidelines typically cover the entire lifecydé IT assets, from planning and budgeting to asitjan, maintenance, and
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eventual disposal. They emphasize the importanessdssing the current and future needs of theniazegon to make informed
decisions about the types and quantities of equipmegjuired. This includes evaluating the compkttjbof new hardware and
software with existing systems, as well as congidethe total cost of ownership over the assefssfian. Furthermore, the
guidelines stipulate the need for a competitivedisig process to ensure fair market prices and éggnt any potential conflicts
of interest. They may also include provisions foe ethical and environmentally responsible dispo$dl' equipment, which is
crucial for minimizing the ecological impact of eteonic waste.

In addition to procurement and disposal, the gindsl also address the maintenance and support eés&ts. This involves
setting up service level agreements with vendatsibdishing protocols for updates and upgradeseasdring that there are clear
procedures for reporting and resolving technicalés.

The Information Technology Act, 2000 (the “IT Act”) and the rules made thereunder

The IT Act seeks to: (i) provide legal recognititmtransactions carried out by various means dftedeic data interchange
involving alternatives to paper-based methods ehroonication and storage of information; (ii) fatte electronic filing of

documents; and (iii) create a mechanism for thbemtication of electronic documentation throughtdigsignatures. The IT Act
provides for extraterritorial jurisdiction over amffence or contravention under the IT Act comnditieutside India by any
person, irrespective of their nationality, if thet @r conduct constituting the offence or contraiemninvolves a computer,
computer system or computer network located indnddditionally, the IT Act empowers the Governmehtndia to direct any
of its agencies to intercept, monitor or decrypy arformation in the interest of sovereignty, intiég defence and security of
India, among other things. The Information Techggl¢Procedure and Safeguards for Blocking for Asaelsinformation by

Public) Rules, 2009 specifically permit the Goveemnof India to block access of any information grated, transmitted,
received, stored or hosted in any computer resobycéhe public, the reasons for which are requi@de recorded by it
inwriting.

The IT Act prescribes civil and criminal liabylitncluding fines and imprisonment for computeated offences including those
relating to unauthorized access to computgstesis, tampering with or unauthorised mamipoth of any computer,
computer system or computer network and damagimgpater systems, and creates liability for negligeirc dealing with or
handling any sensitive personal data or informaiioa computer resource and in maintaining readersdxurity practices and
procedures in relation thereto, among others.

In exercise of this power, the Department of Infation Technology, (“DolT”) Ministry of Electronicand Information
Technology, Government of India, in April 201notified the Information Technology (Reazble Security Practices
and Procedures and Sensitive Personal Data omtatan) Rules, 2011 (“IT Security Rules”) which gcebe directions for the
collection, disclosure, transfer and protectiorsefisitive personal data by a body corporate orpangon acting on behalf of a
body corporate. The IT Security Rules require evargh body corporate to provide a privacy policy andling and dealing
with personal information, including sensitive pmral data, ensuring security of all personal datkected by it and publishing
such policy on its website. The IT Security Rulagtier require that all such personal data be ssésly for the purposes for
which it was collected, and any third-party disadliesof such data is made with the prior conserthefinformation provider,
unless contractually agreed upon between them eravuch disclosure is mandated by law.

The DolT also notified the Information Technolodgtérmediaries Guidelines and Digital Media Ethtrsde) Rules, 2021 (“IT
Intermediary Rules”) requiring intermediaries red®j, storing, transmitting, or providing any wee with respect to
electronic messages to not knowingly hostbliph, transmit, select or modify any infotina prohibited under the IT
Intermediaries Rules, to disable hosting, pghibhg, transmission, selection or modificatiaf such information once
they become aware of it, as well as specifyingdire diligence to be observed by intermediaries.

The Electricity Act, 2003 (“Electricity Act”)

The Electricity Act consolidates the lawsatglg to generation, transmission, distributiarading and use of electricity.
It lays down provisions in relation to tramission and distribution of electricity. Itages that the Central Electricity
Authority may in consultation with the State Govaent can specify suitable measures for specifgciipn to be taken in

relation to any electric line or electrical plaat,any electrical appliance under the control eofconsumer for the purpose of
eliminating or reducing the risk of personajury or damage to property or interferencéwitis use.

The Factories Act, 1948

The Factories Act defines a ‘factory’ to be anyrpiges including the precincts thereof, on whichaog day in the previous 12
months, 10 or more workers are or were workingianghich a manufacturing process is being carrieaois ordinarily carried
on with the aid of power; or where at least 20 veoskare or were working on any day in the preced@ihgionths and on which a
manufacturing process is being carried on or isnardy carried on without the aid of power. Sta@vernments prescribe rules
with respect to the prior submission of plans, rtlagiproval for the establishment of factories araregistration and licensing of
factories.
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The Factories Act provides that the ‘occupier’ daetory (defined as the person who has ultimatgrobover the affairs of the

factory and in the case of a company, any oneeflifectors) shall ensure the health, safety arthweeof all workers while they

are at work in the factory, especially in respdcsafety and proper maintenance of the factory ghahit does not pose health
risks, the safe use, handling, storage and trahgdactory articles and substances, provisiomaéquate instruction, training
and supervision to ensure workers’ health and patttanliness and safe working conditions.

The Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises DevelopmenfAct, 2006

In order to promote and enhance the competitiveagddicro, Small and Medium Enterprise (“MSME”") thdicro, Small and
Medium Enterprises Development Act, 2006 is enacfedNational Board shall be appointed and estabtishy the Central
Government for MSME enterprise with its head offeteDelhi in the case of the enterprises engagetthénmanufacture or
production of goods pertaining to any industry niwred in first schedule to Industries (Developmamd Regulation) Act, 1951
as “micro enterprise”, where the investment in plmd machinery does not exceed twenty-five lakieeas, “Small enterprise”,
where the investment in plant and machinery is ntbam twenty-five lakh rupees but does not excéesl ¢rore rupees, or a

rupees.

The Legal Metrology Act, 2009

An act to establish and enforce standards of weightl measures, regulate trade and commerce ifntseigeasures and other
goods which are sold or distributed by weight, meaor number and for matters incidental therete phart of metrology in
relation to weighing and measuring units as welireshods of weighing and measuring instruments thighobject of ensuring
public guarantee and from the point of view of séguand accuracy of weighing and measurement. ejght or measure
which conforms to the standard of such weight oasnee and also conforms to such of the provisiéi®eo 7 as are applicable
to it shall be the standard of weight or measumy Aumeral which conforms to the provisions of $eshall be the standard
numeral. It further provides that no weight, measor numeral, other than the standard weight, measunumeral shall be used
as a standard weight, measure or numeral. No pestsalh manufacture, repair or sell, or offer, expos possess for repair or
sale, any weight or measure unless he holds askcé&sued by the Controller. No license to rephallsbe required by a
manufacturer for repair of his own weight or measiur State other than the State of manufacturd@fsame. The Controller
shall issue a license in such form and runner @h sonditions, for such period and such area @$diotion and on payment of
such fee as may be prescribed.

The Legal Metrology (Packaged Commodities) Rules, 041, with amendments up to October 2023 (“Legal Medlogy
Rules”)

The Legal Metrology Rules are ancillary to the Lelgi@trology Act, and set out to define various mi@anturing and packing
terminology. It lays out specific prohibitions wieemanufacturing, packing, selling, importing, distting, delivering, offering
for sale would be illegal and requires that anyrfasf advertisement where the retail sale priceivgrg must contain a net
guantity declaration. Circumstances which are phatite are also laid out.

The Digital Personal Data Protection Act, 2023 (“DBP ACT")

The DPDP Act was notified on August 11, 2023 angkisto come into effect. It replaces the existilaga protection provision, as
contained in Section 43A of the IT Act. The DPDPt Aball come into force on such date as the Cef@oalernment may, by
notification in the Official Gazette, appoint anifferent dates may be appointed for different psavis of the DPDP Act. The
DPDP Act seeks to balance the rights of individualprotect their digital personal data with thed¢o process personal data for
lawful and other incidental purposes. The DPDP patvides that personal data may be processed only lawful purpose after
obtaining the consent of the individual. A noticeishbe given before seeking consent, except in o&degitimate uses as
provided under the DPDP Act. It further imposedaiarobligations on data fiduciaries including rfipke reasonable efforts to
ensure the accuracy and completeness of datdu{lg reasonable security safeguards to preverdta lbreach, (iii) inform the
Data Protection Board of India (the “DPB”) and aff=l persons in the event of a breach, and (i\®egparsonal data as soon as
the purpose has been met and retentionots necessary for legal purposes (storagetdiion). In case of government
entities, storage limitation and the right of treadprincipal to erasure will not apply. The DPDEt Anposes certain additional
obligations on a significant data fiduciary, suchagpointment of a data protection officer, appuoarit of an independent data
auditor and undertaking of other measures namedyipgic data protection impact assessment, periaddit and such other
measures as may be prescribed under the DPDP AetCéntral Government will establish the DPB. Kegdtions of the DPB
include: (i) monitoring compliance and imposing akies, (ii) directing data fiduciaries to take essary measures in the event
of a data breach, and (iii) hearing grievances nigdaffected persons. The DPB members will be agpdifor two years and
will be eligible for re-appointment. The Central@onment will prescribe details such as the nunatbenembers of the DPB and
the selection process.

Special Economic Zones Act, 2005 (“SEZ Act") and Sial Economic Zones Rules, 2006 (“SEZ Rules”)

The SEZ Act provides for the establishment, devalept and management of special economic zoneshéptomotion of
exports. The SEZ Act constitutes a Board of Apptdawsavhom any person wishing to establish a spemi@nomic zone may
make a proposalhe Central Government has the power to notify igigddentified areas as special economic zones, based on
communications received from the Board of Appraegjarding sucha proposal and the fulfilment of certain uegments
by the person making sueh proposal. The SEZ Acempowers the Central Government to appoint a dpwadmt
commissioner to ensure the speedy developmerat sfecial economic zone and the promotion of eggbdrefrom. Any person
intending to set up a unit for carryingn authorised operations in a special economic zoag submit a proposal to the
development commissioneAny goods or services exported out of, wipadrted into, or procured from the rest loflia
excluding speciakeconomic zones, by a unit in a special economie zwra developer of a special economic zone, shatiject
to the terms and conditions prescribed, bemgt from the payment of taxes, duties essc under the specified
enactments.

The SEZ Rules prescribe the procedure for the ksitatent of a special economic zone, the procethrrthe establishment of a
unit within a special economic zone, and the teants conditions for the grant of permission to ofgergithin a special economic
zone by the development commissioner.

Shops And Establishments legislations in various ates

Under the provisions of local shops and establistimiegislations applicable in the states in whéshablishments are set up,
establishments are required to be registered. fagislations regulate the working and employmentditions of the workers
employed in shops and establishments including cermiad establishments and provide for fixation obriing hours, rest
intervals, overtime, holidays, leave, terminatioh service, maintenance of shops and establishmamds other rights and
obligations of the employers and employees. Alustdes have to be registered under the shops statilishments legislations
of the state where they are located. There aralfies prescribed in the form of monetary fine mprisonment for violation of
the legislations.

Fire prevention laws

The state legislatures in India have the powernidoe the municipalities with the power to implemachemes and perform
functions in relation to matters listed in the TftlelSchedule to the Constitution of India, whiclelides fire prevention and
firefighting services. The state legislatures hals® enacted fire control and safety rules andlatigns such as the Karnataka
Fire Services Act, 1964 and Telangana Fire Ser&ite 1999 which are applicable to our manufactufiagjlities established in
Karnataka and Telangana, respectively. The legsiatinclude provisions in relation to fire safetyd life saving measures by
occupiers of buildings, licensing provisions andglges for non-compliance.

LAWS RELATING TO SPECIFIC STATE WHERE THE ESTABLISH MENT IS SITUATED
The Delhi Shops and Establishments Act, 1954

Under the provisions of local shops and establigtimmiegislations applicable in the states in whistablishments are set up,
establishments are required to be registered. fagislations regulate the working and employmemditions of the workers
employed in shops and establishments including cermiad establishments and provide for fixation obriing hours, rest
intervals, overtime, holidays, leave, terminatioh service, maintenance of shops and establishmeamds other rights and
obligations of the employers and employees. Alklglsshments must be registered under the shopsstatilishments legislations
of the state where they are located. There arelfEnarescribed in the form of monetary fine opimsonment for violation of
the legislations, as well as the procedures foeap relation to such contravention of the primris.

LABOUR RELATED LEGISLATIONS

Minimum Wages Act, 1948

The Minimum Wages Act, 1948 came into force withadijective to provide for the fixation of a minimuwage payable by the
employer to the employee. Every employer is mamti&depay the minimum wages to all employees engagetb any work
skilled, unskilled, and manual or clerical (inclodiout-workers) in any employment listed in theestiile to this Act, in respect
of which minimum rates of wages have been fixetkwised under the Act.

Payment Of Wages Act, 1936

The Payment of Wages Act, 1936 as amended (the étayoh Wages Act) has been enacted to regulatpaipment of wages in
a particular form at regular intervals without utfarized deductions and to ensure a speedy andtigfaemedy to employees

against illegal deductions and / or unjustifiedagetaused in paying wages. It applies to the persmployed in a factory,
industrial or other establishment, whether directlyindirectly, through a sub-contractor and presgidor the imposition of fines
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and deductions and lays down wage periods. The &atywf Wages Act is applicable to factories andusidal or other
establishments where the monthly wages payablesseharg 6,500 per month.

Industrial Disputes Act, 1947

The Industrial Disputes Act, 1947 (Industrial DiggaiAct) provides for mechanism and procedure t¢arseindustrial peace and
harmony by investigation and settlement of indabidisputes by negotiations. The Industrial DispuAet extends to whole of
India and applies to every industrial establishmeartrying on any business, trade, manufacture strildiuition of goods and
services irrespective of the number of workmen eygyd therein. Every person employed in an estahkst for hire or reward
including contract labour, apprentices and paretemployees to do any manual, clerical, skillegkilled, technical, operational
or supervisory work, is covered by the Act. The Atdo provides for (a) the provision for paymentcofmpensation to the
Workman on account of closure or layoff or retreneit. (b) the procedure for prior permission ofrappiate Government for
laying off or retrenching the workers or closingagioindustrial establishments (c) restriction onainfabour practices on part of
an employer or a trade union or workers.

Contract Labour (Regulation and Abolition) Act, 1970, as Amended (THE “CLRA ACT")

The Contract Labour (Regulation and Abolition) Aof, 1970 (the “CLRA Act”) requires a company to legistered as a

principal employer and prescribes certain obligetiwith respect to the welfare and health of cattiegbourers. The CLRA vests
responsibility in the principal employer of an ddishment, to which the CLRA applies, to make apligption to the concerned
officer for registration of the concerned estabtigint. In the absence of such registration, contadciur cannot be employed in
the concerned establishment. Likewise, every cotdrato whom the CLRA applies, is required to abt license and may not
undertake or execute any work through contractatexcept under and in accordance with the licésseed. To ensure the
welfare and health of the contract labour, the CLiRf0ses certain obligations on the contractoelation to the establishment
of canteens restrooms, drinking water, washindifes, first aid, other facilities and paymentwéges. However, in the event
the contractor fails to provide these amenities, ihincipal employer is under an obligation to pdevthese facilities within a

prescribed time period. Penalties, including batles and imprisonment, may be levied for contraeentf the provisions of the

CLRA.

Equal Remuneration Act, 1976

The Equal Remuneration Act, 1976, as amended (EfR pkovides for the payment of equal remuneratmmen and women
workers for same or similar nature of work and preion of discrimination, on the ground of sex,iagawomen in the matter of
employment and for matters connected therewithnoidental thereto. Under the ER Act, no discrimomatis permissible in
recruitment and service conditions, except wherpleyment of women is prohibited or restricted bwldt also provides that
every employer should maintain such registers ahérodocuments in relation to the workers emplopgdhim/ her in the
prescribed manner.

Employees’ State Insurance Act, 1948

It Employees’ State Insurance Act to provide fort@i@a benefits to employees in case of sicknessemity and employment
injury and to make provision for certain other raggtin relation thereto. Whereas it is expediergrtavide for certain benefits to
employees in case of sickness, maternity and emq#ay injury and to make provision for certain otimeatters in relation

thereto; this Act requires all the employees of ¢iseablishment to which this act applies to bereduo the manner provided
there under. The Employer and Employees both apgnesl to make contribution to the fund. The retafthe contribution made
is required to be filed with the Employee Statairasice department.

Employees’ Provident Funds and Miscellaneous Provisns Act, 1952 (“EPF ACT")

The EPF Act applies to factories employing overe2fployees and such other establishments and ireustdertakings as

notified by the Government of India from time tmé. It requires all such establishments to be tegd with the State provident
fund commissioner and requires such employers aed employees to contribute in equal proportiontite employees’

provident fund the prescribed percentage of basiges and dearness and other allowances payabteployees. The EPF Act
also requires the employer to maintain registedssaibmit a monthly return to the State providentfecommissioner.

Inter-State Migrant Workmen (Regulation of Employment and Conditions Of Service) Act, 1979

Inter-State Migrant Workmen Act is an act enactgdhHe Parliament of India to regulate the employhw@rinter-state migrant
workmen and to provide for their conditions of seev This Act is applicable to every establishmantl contractor who has
employed five or more inter-state of Pass-Bookuerg inter-state migrant workman with full detaitgyment of displacement
allowance equivalent to 50% of monthly wage& af5/-, whichever is higher, payment of journey atimce including payment
of wage during the period of the journey, suitatesidential accommodation, medical facilities andtgctive clothing, payment
of wages, equal pay for equal work irrespectivesex, etc. The main responsibility for the enforcet the provisions of the
Inter-State Migrant Workmen Act lies with the CetttGovernment and the State Governments/Union tbees in the
establishments falling in the Central and Stateesptrespectively.
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Child Labour (Prohibition and Regulation) Act, 1986

This statute prohibits employment of children belé# years of age in certain occupations and preseasd provides for
regulation of employment of children in all othercapations and processes. Under this Act the emqgay of child labour in the
building and construction industry is prohibited.

Payment of Bonus Act, 1965

The Payment of Bonus Act, 1965 is applicable tagestablishment employing 20 or more employees. §did Act provides for

payment of the minimum bonus specified under theté¢he employees. It further requires the maiatee of certain books and
registers such as the register showing computadfothe allocable surplus; the register showing $bé on & set off of the

allocable surplus and register showing the detdilhe amount of Bonus due to the employees. Fuitheso require for the

submission of Annual Return in the prescribed fQRORM D) to be submitted by the employer withindy/s of payment of the
bonus to the Inspector appointed under the Act.

Minimum Wages Act, 1948

The Minimum Wages Act, 1948 came into force withodjective to provide for the fixation of a minimuwage payable by the
employer to the employee. Every employer is mamti&depay the minimum wages to all employees engagetb any work
skilled, unskilled, and manual or clerical (inclodiout-workers) in any employment listed in theeshlie to this Act, in respect
of which minimum rates of wages have been fixeteoised under the Act.

Maternity Benefit Act, 1961

The Maternity Benefit Act, 1961, as amended regslahe employment of pregnant women and ensureshiyaget paid leave
for a specified period during and after their pramgey. The Maternity Benefit Act is applicable tdaddishments in which 10 or
more employees are employed, or were employed grday of the preceding 12 months. Under the MatgrBenefit Act, a

mandatory period of leave and benefits should fzentgd to female employees who have worked in th&bkshment for a
minimum period of 80 days in the preceding 12 msritbm the date of her expected delivery. Such fisnessentially include
payment of average daily wage for the period oti@cabsence of the female employee. The maximunogéor which any

woman shall be entitled to maternity benefit sballl2 weeks, of which not more than six weeks girattede the date of her.

Workmen's Compensation Act, 1923

The Workmen Compensation Act, 1923 has been enadtbdthe objective to provide for the payment @impensation to
workmen by employers for injuries by accident agsout of and in the course of employment, andoftcupational diseases
resulting in death or disablement. The WCA make=ryemployer liable to pay compensation in accocdanmith the WCA if a
personal injury/disablement/loss of life is causeda workman (including those employed through atre@tor) by accident
arising out of and in the course of his employméntase the employer fails to pay compensationwhaeer the WCA within one
month from the date it falls due, the commissioagpointed under the WCA may direct the employepayp the compensation
amount along with interest and may also imposenalpe

Sexual Harassment at Workplace (Prevention, Prohilion And Redressal) Act, 2013

The Sexual Harassment at Workplace (PreventiorhiBition and Redressal) Act, 2013 (SHWPPR Act) jfes for protection
against sexual harassment at the workplace to wamnenprevention and redressal of complaints of @lekarassment. The
SHWPPR Act defines-Sexual Harassment to include lanyelcome sexually determined behaviour (whethisrcty or by
implication). Workplace under the SHWPPR Act hasrbdefined widely to include government bodiesyaig and public sector
organizations, non-governmental organizations, mimgdions carrying on commercial, vocational, ediocel, entertainment,
industrial, financial activities, hospitals and sing homes, educational institutes, sports ingitst and stadiums used for
training individuals. The SHWPPR Act requires arpéayer to set up an Internal Complaints Committeeagh office or branch,
of an organization employing at least 10 employ&ls. Government in turn is required to set up adl@omplaint Committee at
the district level to investigate complaints regagdsexual harassment from establishments whereirdarnal complaints
committee has not been constituted.

The Code on Social Security, 2020

The
term ‘bulk consumer’ has also been redefined tduthe any entity that has used at least one thousaitd of electrical and
electronic equipment listed in Schedule | at anypduring a financial year, encompassing e-retsiées well. A pivotal change is
the introduction of recycling targets within thetéxded Producer Responsibility (EPR) plan. Produese now mandated to
meet annual e-waste recycling targets, ensuringgureecycling and safe disposal of e-waste. Thi fiom the collection-
focused EPR under the 2016 rules to a recyclingricesppproach under the 2022 rules underscoregdkiernment’s commitment
to sustainable waste management.

Registration requirements have also been revisaditids involved in the e-waste business must negister on a portal

developed by the Central Pollution Control Boar®@B). Operating without registration or dealinghmiinregistered entities is
prohibited, reinforcing the accountability of sthkéders in the e-waste management chain.
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The amendment mentions that the Central Government establish one or more platform for exchangex&nded producer
responsibility certificates in accordance with thedelines issued by the Central Pollution ConBolrd with the approval of
Central Government.

Plastic Waste Management Rules, 2016

Draft Chemicals (Management and Safety) Rules, 2020

The “Draft Chemicals (Management and Safety Rul28R0” is a proposed regulatory framework by thdidn government,

aiming to enhance chemical safety and managemeseeks to replace older regulations with a comgmesive system that
includes clear definitions, a REACH model for cheahiregistration, and stringent compliance requéets. The draft rules

mandate registration, evaluation, authorizationg aestriction of chemicals, emphasizing hazard comioation and safe

handling practices. The Chemical Regulatory Divisad the Petroleum and Explosives Safety orgarupaits designated as the
enforcing authority. This initiative is poised tmsificantly impact the chemical industry in Indiagcessitating operational and
risk management adaptations to meet the new safetynvironmental standards.

The Noise Pollution (Regulation & Control) Rules, P00 (“Noise Regulation Rules”)

The Noise Regulation Rules regulate noise leveisdaostrial, commercial and residential zones. Noése Regulation Rules also
establish zones of silence of not less than 10@metear schools, courts, hospitals, etc. The al&sassign regulatory authority
for these standards to the local district courendhy for non-compliance with the Noise RegulatRules shall be under the
provisions of the Environment Act.

The Battery Waste Management Rules, 2022

It is established by the Indian government, ainm@anage and reduce the environmental impact of ridtéhrough various
measures. A central aspect is the Extended Prodegponsibility (EPR), which mandates that manufaes, importers, and
assemblers are responsible for the collection,calewy, and proper disposal of waste batteries. Brets must ensure that waste
batteries are collected and sent to authorizedctexs; meeting specific recycling targets. Batteriaust be labeled with
information on safe usage and disposal, and produnast educate consumers on the environmentakingbdatteries and their
disposal methods. The rules prohibit the dispokbhtteries in landfills and incineration to prevenvironmental contamination.
Additionally, producers, importers, and recyclers eequired to register with the Central Polluti@antrol Board (CPCB) and
submit annual compliance reports. Consumers areueaged to return used batteries to designatedatimh points established
by producers. Non-compliance with these regulatars result in penalties, ensuring strict adheréodbe rules. Overall, these
measures create a sustainable framework for magpégittery waste, promoting recycling, and redu@ngironmental harm.

Foreign Direct Investment Policy, 2020

Competition Act, 2002

mandated to implement the Competition Act. The mioms of the Competition Act relating to combimais were notified
recently on March 4, 2011 and came into effectumeJl, 2011. Combinations which are Likely to caaiseppreciable adverse
effect on competition in a relevant market in India void under the Competition Act. A combinatisefined under Section 5
of the Competition Act as an acquisition, mergeawralgamation of enterprise(s) that meets certssptaor turnover thresholds.

The obligation to
notify a combination to the CCI falls upon the aicguin case of an acquisition, and on all parteeshe combination jointly in
case of a merger or amalgamation.

Indian Contract Act, 1872

The Contract Act is the legislation which lays dotlie general principles relating to formation, periance and enforceability of
contracts. The rights and duties of parties andspieific terms of agreement are decided by théractng parties themselves,
under the general principles set forth in the GattAct. The Contract Act also provides for circtamges under which contracts
will be considered as ‘void’ or ‘voidable’. The Qoact Act contains provisions governing certaincsglecontracts, including
indemnity, guarantee, bailment, pledge, and agency.

Specific Relief Act, 1963

performance of a contract. Specific relief can snted only for purpose of enforcing individualitights and not for the mere
purpose of enforcing a civil law. Specific performed means Court will order the party to perform histd agreement, instead
of imposing on him any monetary liability to payntiages to other party.

Sale of Goods Act, 1930

The law relating to the sale of goods is codifiedhie Sale of Goods Act, 1930. It defines sale agrgement to sell as a contract
whereby the seller transfers or agrees to trarlkéeproperty in goods to the buyer for a price pralides that there may be a
contract of sale between part owner and anothethaidhe contract of sale may be absolute or ¢iomail.
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Public Liability Insurance Act, 1991 (“PLI ACT")

The PLI Act imposes liability on the owner or caller of hazardous substances for any damage @risit of an accident
involving such hazardous substances. The governbyeway of a notification has enumerated a lishafardous substances. The
owner or handler is also required to obtain anr@sce policy insuring against liability under tregislation. The rules made
under the PLI Act mandate that the owner shalldoutie towards the environmental relief fund a segmal to the premium paid
on the insurance policies. The amount is payabteeansurer.

Consumer Protection Act, 2019 (“Consumer ProtectiorAct”) and Rules Made Thereunder

The Consumer Protection Act was designed and athéeterovide simpler and quicker access to redressumer grievances. It
seeks, amongst other things, to promote and peotbet interests of consumers against deficienaiels defects in goods or
services and secure the rights of a consumer agaifigir trade practices, which may be practicedntgnufacturers, service
providers and traders. The definition of “consumenter the Consumer Protection Act includes persmgaged in offline or
online transactions through electronic means otebg-shopping or direct-selling or multi-level matiug. It provides for the
establishment of consumer disputes redressal foamdscommissions for the purposes of redressabo$umer grievances. In
addition to awarding compensation and/or passimgective orders, the forums and commissions ungeiQonsumer Protection
Act, in cases of misleading and false advertisement empowered to impose imprisonment for a tehich may extend to two
years and fine which may extend to ten lakhs.

In line with the Consumer Protection Act, the Minysof Consumer Affairs, Food and Public Distritmrtj Government of India
(“Ministry of Consumer Affairs”) has also notifieitie Consumer Protection (E-Commerce) Rules, 20B608mmerce Rules”)
on July 23, 2020, which provide a framework to fateithe marketing, sale and purchase of goodssandces online. The E-
Commerce Rules govern e-commerce entities which, mperate, or manage, a digital or electronic itgcibr platform for
electronic commerce, but does not include a seffering his goods or services for sale on a matkee e-commerce entity. The
Ministry of Consumer Affairs has also released daafiendments to the E-Commerce Rules for publicneents. The aforesaid
draft amendments require e-commerce entities tongst other things, register themselves with thpaBenent for Promotion of
Industry and Internal Trade, and appoint a chighgiiance officer, a nodal contact person and adesgi grievance officer.
Additionally, the draft amendments prohibit e-comageentities from misleading users by manipulasegrch results, prohibit
flash sales and abuse of dominant position, anddatane-commerce entities to identify sponsoredhgist of products and
services with clear and prominent disclosures.

Code of Civil Procedure, 1908

The Code of Civil Procedure, 1908 is a procedusal telated to the administration of civil proceegtinn India. The Civil
Procedure Code consolidates and amends the latingeta the procedure of the Courts of Civil juiitébn. The Code of Civil
Procedure is an adjective law it neither createdales away any right. It is intended to reguthprocedure to be followed by
Civil Courts. The Civil Procedure Code consistsvad parts. 158 Sections form the first part andrtiies and orders contained in
Schedule | form the second part. The object ofGbee generally is to create jurisdiction while tiées indicate the mode in
which the jurisdiction should be exercised.

The Code does not affect any special or local la@rsdoes it supersede any special jurisdictionowvey conferred or any special
form of procedure prescribed by or under any oldnerfor the time being in force. The Code is theeyal law so that in case of
conflict between the Code and the special law #lier prevails over the former. Where the speeial is silent on a particular
matter the Code applies, but consistent with tkeeish enactment.

Code of Criminal Procedure Code, 1973

It is the main legislation on procedure for adnti@ison of substantive criminal law in India. It sv@&nacted in 1973 and came
into force on 1st April, 1974. It provides the mewdry for the investigation of crime, apprehensmfnsuspected criminals,
collection of evidence, determination of guilt mnocence of the accused person and the determrmnaftipunishment of the

guilty.

Criminal law occupies a pre-dominant place amorgyagencies of social control and is regarded asraidable weapon that
society has forged to protect itself against aotia behaviour. The law of criminal procedure isant to be complimentary to
criminal law. It is intended to provide a mechani&mthe enforcement of criminal law. The Code oin@nal Procedure creates
the necessary machinery for apprehending the calsiimvestigating the criminal cases, their trkzd$ore the criminal courts and
imposition of proper punishment on the guilty persdhe Code enumerates the hierarchy of criminattsan which different
offences can be tried and then it spells out tinédiof sentences which such Courts are authotzedss.

The law of criminal procedure is intended to pravid mechanism for the enforcement of criminal I8Without the proper
procedural law the substantive criminal law whidfies offences and provides punishment for themldvbe almost worthless.
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Arbitration and Conciliation Act, 1996

The Arbitration and Conciliation Act, 1996 is ant&o consolidate and amend the law relating to dstimearbitration,

international commercial arbitration and enforcetmanforeign arbitral awards as also to define léa relating to conciliation

The Chief Justice
may either appoint the arbitrator himself or norgna person or Institution to nominate the arlitraThe autonomy of the
arbitral tribunal has further been strengtheneempowering them to decide on jurisdiction and tosider objections regarding
the existence or validity of the arbitration agresm

Negotiable Instruments Act, 1881

In India, cheques are governed by the Negotiatdguments Act, 1881, which is largely a codificatif the English Law on the
subject. The Act provides effective legal provistorrestrain people from issuing cheques withowirwasufficient funds in their

Indian Stamp Act, 1899

INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY RELATED LEGISLATIONS
Trade Marks Act, 1999 (“Trade Marks Act”)

The Trade Marks Act governs the statutory protectd trademarks and prevention of the use of freerdumarks in India. It
provides for the application and registration afdemarks in India. It also provides for exclusiights to marks such as brand,
label, and heading and to obtain relief in casdnfiingement for commercial purposes as a tradecrgg®n. Under the
provisions of the Trade Marks Act, an applicationtfade mark registration may be made with thetf@dlar General of Patents,
Designs and Trademarks by any person or persomsictato be the proprietor of a trade mark, whetinéividually or as joint
applicants, and can be made on the basis of attteal use or intention to use a trade mark infuhgre. Once granted, a trade
mark registration is valid for 10 years unless edled, subsequent to which, it can be renewedotfranewed, the mark lapses
and the registration is required to be restoreddio protection under the provisions of the Traderhd Act. The Trade Marks
Act prohibits registration of deceptively similaatlemarks and provides penalties for infringemfegifying or falsely applying
for trademarks. Further, pursuant to the notifmatf the Trade Marks (Amendment) Act, 2010, sikndtous protection of trade
mark in India and other countries has been madiaal@to owners of Indian and foreign trade matkslso seeks to simplify
the law relating to the transfer of ownership afde marks by assignment or transmission and t@ lihia law in line with
international practices.

Copyright Act, 1957

Copyright is a right given by the law to creatofdirary, dramatic, musical and artistic worksdgsroducers of cinematograph
films and sound recordings. In fact, it is a bunofigights including, inter alia, and rights of reduction, communication to the
public, adaptation and translation of the work. fEheould be slight variations in the compositiortted rights depending on the
work.

The Patents Act, 1970 (“Patents Act”)

The Patents Act governs the patent regime in Irdi@ia is a signatory to the Trade Related Agredroanintellectual Property

Rights and recognizes both product as well as gsopatents. The Patents Act provides for, inter; glie following:

OTHER LAWS
Municipality Laws

Pursuant to the Seventy Fourth Amendment Act, 1892 respective State Legislatures in India haeepibwer to endow the
Municipalities (as defined under Article 243Q o&tlonstitution of India) with the power to implemhexchemes and perform
functions in relation to matters listed in the TitlelSchedule to the Constitution of India whichlides regulation of public
health. The respective States of India have endaigs empowering the Municipalities to regulate lpubealth including the
issuance of a health trade license for operatitiggautlets and implementation of regulationstiatiito such license along with
prescribing penalties for non-compliance.

Police Laws
The State Legislatures in India are empowered #&ztelaws in relation to public order and police ené&ntries 1 and 2 of the
